The Agency for Support and Evaluation of Graduate Education – CAPES, Foundation established as Public Law n°. 8405 of January 9, 1992, amended by Law n° 11.502, of July 11, 2007, governed by its statutes approved by Decree n° 7692 of 2 March 2012 and the Scientific and Technological Development National Council – CNPq created by Law n° 1.301/1951 and is governed under the provisions of the Bylaws approved by Ordinance n° 816/2002, linked respectively, the Ministry of Education - MEC and The Ministry of Science, Technology and Innovation – MCTI, make public the selection process of undergraduate study in Hungary to study in higher education institutions represented by (a) Hungarian Rector’s Conference in the scope of the Science Without Borders Program, according to the norms of this call and the law on the matter, especially Law n° 9,784, of January 29, 1999 and Decree n° 7642 of December 13, 2011.
1 GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1 The Science Without Borders Program aims to provide the training of high qualify human resources in the best foreign universities and research institutions, in order to promote the internationalization of Brazilian science and technology, by stimulating Brazilian students to perform studies and researches abroad, and also with significant expansion of the exchange and mobility of undergraduate and graduate students.
1.2  Program’s specif objectives:
I.    Offer study opportunities to Brazilian students in universities of excellence as well as offer the possibility of programmed internship in research or technological innovation at a laboratory in the university itself with the supervision of a Professor/Researcher; 
II. Enable knowledge update in study plans enabling the Brazilian students to Access in institutions of high standard of quality, aiming to complement the technical and scientific training in priority and strategic fields for Brazil’s development;

III. Complement the training of Brazilian students, by giving them the opportunity to live educational experiences focused on the quality, entrepreneurship, competitiveness and innovation;
IV. Stimulate initiatives of internationalization of Brazilian universities;
V. Enable quality training of a technical-scientific workforce highly specialized.

1.3 This call is destinated to the students enrolled in undergraduate course, for the participation in the Science Without Borders Program, to perform studies in higher education institutions represented by Hungarian Rector’s Conference and, as possible, internships in universities or research centers.
           2       FIELDS AND SUBJECT-MATTERS

2.1 According to the basic documents of Science Without Borders Program scholarships will be offered in the following fields and subject-matters:
a. Engineering and others related fields;

b. Physical and Earth Sciences;

c. Biology, Biomedical and Health Sciences;

d. Computing and Information Technology;

e. Aerospace Technology;

f. Pharmaceuticals;

g. Sustainable Agricultural Production;

h. Oil, Gas and Mineral Coal;

i. Renewable Energy;

j. Minerals Technology;

k. Biotechnology;

l. Nanotechnology and New Materials;

m. Technologies for Prevention and Mitigation of Natural Disasters;

n. Bioprospecting and Biodiversity;

o. Marine Sciences;

p. Creative Industry (architecture, design, software, computer games, electronic publishing, publicity, arts, movie, video, photography, music and performing arts, television, radio, editing);

q. New Technologies Construction Engineering;
r. Practical Technologists.

           3     APPLICANTS REQUIREMENTS
3.1 The candidate will be required to meet the following requirements:
I. To be enrolled in a higher level course in the fields and subject-matters from the item 2. It is the exclusive responsibility of the candidate to inform the registration form the Higher Education Institution (IHE) in which it is registered, being allowed the identification of only a single IHE;

II . To have Brazilian nationality;

III. To have completed at least 20% and at most, 90% of the study plan planned for your course at the planned beginning of the study trip;

IV. To present a student of excellency profile, based on good academic performance according to the IHE criteria;

  V. Proficiency Testing in the language accepted by the host institution. In the case of Universities English and German language of Hungarian Rector’s Conference: submit test Toefl (Test of English as a Foreign Language) in the modalities PBT (Paper Based Test), minimum score of 500 points or CBT (Computer Based Test), minimum score of 173 points, or IBT (Internet Based Test), minimum score of 59 points, or IELTS (International English Language Testing System) minimum score of 5.0 points, performed after August 1st 2010;
4 APPLICANT’S REGISTRATION AT THE SCIENCE WITHOUT BORDERS PROGRAM
4.1 The applicant should apply on Form Entry in Portal without Frontiers Science Program (link), up to 23 hours and 59 minutes from the deadline described in Item 11 - Schedule, subject to the official time of Brasília/DF, and submit the following documentation:

a) Student Academic History;

b) Receipt of the proficiency test, according to the item 3.1 V;

c) Receipts of the “Prêmios Jovem Cientista”, “Iniciação Científica” and “Olimpíadas da Matemática e/ou de Ciências”, or other awards for academic merit, if any. Documents for participation in scientific meetings or courses are not considered awards;
d) Receipts of participation in undergraduate research programs, technology or teaching, if any;
4.2 The documentation shall be submitted online at the specific field within the Application Form, in PDF, each one smaller than 5Mb.

4.3 Registrations submitted will not be accepted by any other means other than stated in item 4.1.
4.4 Will be accept only one registration per candidate and for a single call, in each timeline. In the case of sending a new application by the same candidate, respecting the deadline stipulated in Item 11 - Timeline, it will be considered a substitute for the earlier, being taken into account for analysis only the last registration received.
4.5 The CAPES and CNPq will be not responsible for registrations not received in deadline due to technical problems, congestion of the lines of communication as well as other factors that preclude data transfer.
4.6 For identification of the profile of applicants enrolled in Science Without Borders Program and inclusion in the database, will require information socioeconomic and racial candidate in the Registration Form.
5 INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS (IHE)
5.1  The Higher Education Institution (IHE) in Brazil, public or private, must always meet the following requirements:

I.   be incorporated under the laws of Brazil and have headquarters and management in Brazil;

II. Signing the “Acordo de Adesão” [Instrument of Adhesion] according with the specified model available by the Science Without Borders Program accepting the commitment of recognizing the credits obtained by the students in a foreign institution, with complete use of studies and the respective internship, that recognition being part of the requirements and academic curriculum of students training in their respective undergraduate courses in Brazil; and
III. In this document the Provost or other occupying an equivalent position, will assign, by signing the Instrument of Adhesion, a General-Coordinator for the program, professor at the institution, who will be responsible for the implementation and attendance, in the scope of the IHE, for the selection process of students from different courses and for the ratification of applications with the Science Without Borders Program.
Note: All and any communication between the IHE with the Science Without Borders Program shall be performed necessarily, exclusively and mandatorily by the program’s General Coordinator defined in the Instrument of Adhesion.
5.2 The Instrument of Adhesion shall comply with the specific model available in the Portal of  Science Without Borders Program and should be sent in PDF format to the email adesao@cienciasemfronteiras.gov.br until the 23 hours and 59 minutes of the deadline set in item 11 - Timeline, subject to the official time of Brasília/DF.

5.2.1 The Instrument of Adhesion is a free agreement between the parties and should be signed by the Rector of IHE or occupant position equivalent.

5.2.2 The Portal of Science Without Borders Program offers for public consultation (http://www.cienciasemfronteiras.gov.br/web/csf/busca-do-representante) the list of IHEs that have signed the Instrument of Adhesion. New adhesion is not required.
5.2.2.1 If the IHE where the candidate is enrolled is not on the list provided in the Portal (5.2.2), the applicant must, as soon as your registration is forwarded, request that IHE send the Instrument of Adhesion, according to item 5.2.2.
5.2.3 The applicant whose IHE not sign the Instrument of Adhesion as item 5.2 will have your registration rejected.
6 REVIEW OF APPLICATIONS
6.1 STAGE 1 – Approval by the IHE
Is the General-Coordinator role of the Program in Brazilian IHE, indicated in accordance with the provisions of item 5.1.III, responsibility for analysis Approval of entries by the deadline set forth in Item 11 - Timeline through specific link (http://www.cienciasemfronteiras.gov.br/ web/csf/homologation-of-inscriptions), available on Portal of Science Without Borders Program.

 6.1.1 This step is the evaluation of the following requirements for students enrolled in this Call:

a) to be enrolled in a higher level course in the fields and subject-matters from the item 2.

b) to have Brazilian nationality;

c) To have completed at least 20% and at most, 90% of the study plan planned for your course at the planned beginning of the study trip; and
d) to present a student of excellency profile, based on good academic performance according to the IHE criteria. Observed the concept of academic and administrative autonomy, the IHE may conduct internal selection process, compliance with the requirements of this call. The selection process should be properly disclosed. The registration next to the IHE does not relieve the obligation of the student enroll in this call, as item 4.

6.1.2 It will be also the General-Coordinator of the Program to validate, if any, on the documentation submitted:

a) awards “Jovem Cientista”, “Iniciação Científica” and “Olimpíadas da Matemática” and/or of “Ciências do candidato”; and
b) participation in undergraduate research program, technology or teaching.
6.1.3 The applicant who has not completed the stage of approval by IHE up to 23 hours and 59 minutes from the deadline set out in Item 11 - Timeline, subject to the official time of Brasília/DF, will have rejected your registration.
6.2 STAGE 2 – Application Selection and Classification
6.2.1 The selection of applications approved will be performed by CAPES and CNPq, according to the criteria below:

a) compliance with the provisions laid down in the standards of undergraduate sandwich bag and compliance with the other items in this Call; and
b) adequacy of undergraduate fields and subject-matters covered as listed in item 2.

6.2.2 The classification phase will occur when the number of applicants exceeds the availability of vacancies on the course in higher education institutions represented by Hungarian Rector's Conference. If there is need to sort the applicants, shall have priority applicants with a minimum score of 600 points in ENEM (examination from 2009). The other applicants, in other words, those with a score below 600 in ENEM points in examination after 2009, or without score in ENEM, or who have obtained ENEM note in the examination prior to the year 2009, may be classified in vacancies remaining.
6.2.3 The classification of selected applicants will be conducted by CAPES and CNPq, according to availability of vacancies in the course in higher education institutions represented by Hungarian Rector’s Conference. It will be done through benchmarking, having as parameter the note in ENEM obtained in last examination by the applicant, according to information provided by the “Instituto Nacional de Estudos e Pesquisas Educacionais Anísio Teixeira – INEP”.
6.2.4 In case of a tied score ENEM, the following criteria will be considered for tie breaker:

Receipts of participation should be attached by the candidate in the application form and will be considered for classification purposes when getting validation by General-Coordinator of IHE in the stage of approval.

	Having been awarded academic award and merit being considered the following awards: "Prêmios Jovem Cientista","Iniciação Científica" and "Olimpíadas da Matemática" and/or of Sciences and still other awards for academic merit.

Receipts awards should be attached by the candidate in the application form and will be considered for classification purposes when getting validation by Institutional Coordinator of IES in step approval.

6.3 Stage 3 – Placement of Undergraduates by the Partner
6.3.1 The applicant must enroll compulsorily in electronic portal of Hungarian Rector's Conference at the website (link), or another site specified by the partner. Failure to comply with this requirement shall result in the rejection of the application.

6.3.2 It will be up to CAPES, CNPq and Hungarian Rector's Conference choose the destination university of the candidate, according to:

a) the study area;

b) level of proficiency required by the university, and
c) the adequacy of the current period and in progress in Brazil with periods and similar courses offered by universities.

6.4 STAGE 4 – Approval of Applicants
All applications must be submitted to the Executive Board of CAPES and CNPq to issue a final decision on its approval, according to the available budget and financial program.
7 JUDGEMENT OUTCOME
7.1 The disclosure of the final result will occur in extracts published in the “Diário Oficial da União”, as well as at the web portal of the Science Without Borders Program, www.cienciasemfronteiras.gov.br.
7.2 If the candidate has justification to contest the final result, it may be appeal in specific electronic form, available on the Portal of Science Without Borders Program (www.cienciasemfronteiras.gov.br) within ten (10) calendar days from the date result in the publication of the Official Gazette and in the Program Portal.
7.3 The request for reconsideration must be strictly opposing to grounds for the refusal, not including new facts, which have not been subject to previous examination of the merits.
7.4 The result of the reconsideration must be filed within 30 working days after its filing and shall be final, not fitting any other resource.
8 IMPLEMENTATION OF THE SCHOLARSHIPS
8.1 The permanence of the student will be funded by CAPES and CNPq and supported by the Hungarian Rector's Conference, twelve (12) months for studies full-time and can be extended for up to six (6) months if there is need for linguistic stage. Part of this period will be dedicated to the research stage or technological innovation in institutions or research centers, when available, at the discretion of CAPES and CNPq.
8.2 The criterion of CAPES and CNPq may be a longer period of funded grant for performing double diploma, when there is agreement between the universities, or for language training.
8.3 The acceptance of the scholarship by the student implies in its commitment to stay in Brazil for the same number of months of the grant undergraduate sandwich. If a student enters into a graduate program during the period of stay required and, as such, will be awarded a scholarship abroad, will be evaluated by CAPES and CNPq for exemption from compliance with this requirement.
           9 SCHOLARSHIP BENEFITS
9.1 The CAPES and CNPq bear the costs related to tuition, scholarship, the student only in the amount of € 870.00 (eight hundred seventy euros) monthly.

9.1.1 Where the CAPES and CNPq spending on accommodation and/or food, the value of the scholarship will be € 520.00 (five hundred and twenty euros) monthly.
9.2 It will be also granted to the student:
a)  Installation aid worth € 1,320.00 (one thousand three hundred twenty euros), which will be paid in a single payment for initial expenses of accommodation. Students will not be eligible if they are already abroad at the time of implementation of the scholarship.

b)  Health insurance in the amount of € 70.00 (seventy euros) proportional to the duration of the scholarship paid in the first installment, in Brazil. Eventually, payment may be made ​​directly to the Hungarian Rector's Conference, which will provide benefit to the acquisition of Fellows;

c)  Travel allowance or airfare round trip, according to the standards set by CAPES and CNPq, economy class promotional. Students will not be entitled to resources to acquire one-way ticket, if already abroad at the time of implementation of the scholarship;

d)  Aid courseware worth € 1,000.00 (one thousand euros). This benefit is for the purchase of textbooks, laptop or tablet, will be paid abroad in a single parcel and must necessarily be for the purchase of said electronic equipment. The purchase of this equipment must meet the specific target set by the university and should be duly attested by invoice. Respected specific legislation on luggage Federal Revenue of Brazil: MF Ordinance N° 440/2012 and RFB Normative Instruction n º 1.059/2010.

9.3 The granting of the scholarship to the selected candidate will be subject to the prior signing the Declaration of Commitment.

9.4 The student shall indemnify and CAPES/CNPq or all of the investment made ​​in their training, in the event of occurrence of withdrawal from the course after the implementation of the grant, except in unforeseeable circumstances or force majeure, if previously requested and approved by CAPES and/or by CNPq, or annulment of the act of granting, by act or omission or willful fault of the grantee.
10 VISA
10.1 The scholarship grantee is responsible for obtaining the passport at the “Polícia Federal” [Brazilian Federal Police], as well as the visa at the consulates in Brazil.
10.2 Are the exclusive responsibility of the candidate himself any expenses withdrawal of passport, visa and document translations.
